Purpose of Form
 Use Form 8888 if you want us to directly
deposit your tax refund to either two or
three of your accounts at a bank or other
financial institution (such as a mutual fund,
brokerage firm, or credit union). If you file
Form 8888, you cannot choose to get any
part of your refund as a check. You cannot
request a deposit of your refund to an
account that is not in your name (such as
your tax preparer’s own account). An
account can be a checking, savings, or
other account such as an individual
retirement arrangement (IRA) (see page 2
for more information on IRAs), health
savings account (HSA), Archer MSA, or
Coverdell education savings account (ESA).
You cannot have your refund deposited
into more than one account if you file Form
1040EZ-T, Request for Refund of Federal
Telephone Excise Tax, or Form 8379,
Injured Spouse Allocation.
 

Why Use Direct Deposit?
 ● You get your refund faster by direct
deposit than you do by check.
 ● Payment is more secure. There is no
check that can get lost or stolen.
 

● It saves tax dollars. It costs the
government less to refund by direct
deposit.
 

Lines 1a, 2a, and 3a
 

The IRS is not responsible for a
lost refund if you enter the
wrong account information. You
should check with your financial

institution to get the correct routing and
account numbers and make sure your
deposit will be accepted. Do not use the
routing number on a deposit slip if it is
different from the routing number on your
checks.

If you file a joint return and you complete
and attach Form 8888, you are allowing
your spouse to receive the refund on your
behalf. This cannot be changed later.
 

Specific Instructions
 

Enter the portion of your refund you want
directly deposited to each account. Each
deposit must be at least $1. The amount of
your refund can be found on Form 1040,
line 74a; Form 1040A, line 45a; Form
1040EZ, line 12a; Form 1040NR, line 72a;
Form 1040NR-EZ, line 24a; Form 1040-SS,
line 12a; or Form 1040-PR, line 12a. The
total of lines 1a, 2a, and 3a must equal the
total amount of your refund.

Do not file a Form 8888 on
which you have crossed out or
whited out any numbers. If you
do, the IRS will reject your

direct deposit and send you a check.

The routing number must be nine digits.
The first two digits must be 01 through 12
or 21 through 32. Otherwise, the direct
deposit will be rejected and a check sent
instead. On the sample check, the routing
number is 250250025. Jeffrey and Suzanne
Maple would use that routing number
unless their financial institution instructed
them to use a different routing number for
direct deposits.

If so, do not use the routing number on
that check.
